He used contemporary photographic
techniques and ideas, with the intention of keeping the
image simple and not feeling too manufactured.

Simon James contemporary take on a functional bar
incorporates six hidden inset display cases through
which objects, in this instance flowers and blossoms
inspired by Bombay’s botanicals, are revealed by
random sequence lighting.

The idea behind the bar design was to showcase not
only the end product but also the influence of botanicals
in its vapour infusion. This was incorporated into the
structure in a refined subtle way which is reflective

of Bombay Sapphire.

The bar is made of wood, perspex and finished in a black
lacquer. At four meters long the bar accommodates two
service areas including sinks and speed wells.

Bombay Sapphire Botanical Leaves - Glass

The “Leaf” works created specifically for this project draw
inspiration directly from Bombay Sapphire and its
Botanical ingredients. After researching the differing leaf
types of the ten Botanicals, Stephen choose five for their
interesting detail, evocative name and differing shapes.

One piece was created in direct response to the Bombay
Sapphire colouring while the other five Botanical inspired
pieces are based on aspects of the Lemon, Coriander,
Cassia, Cubeb and Grains of Paradise leaves. The leaf
forms were painstakingly constructed from hundreds of
individual pieces of glass, then heated, fused and shaped
to create the finished piece

This double-
branded work celebrates the birth of the new apple
martini — Billy Appletini ©2008 — developed with the
help of Matt Bradley, spirit ambassador.

Billy Apple is one of a handful of New Zealanders who
have had an impact on the international art scene. He has
been at the forefront of two art movements, first in London
(pop art) then in New York (pop and conceptual art). He is
widely represented in New Zealand’s major institutions
and art collections.
